TheYouth Activities Committee are aware that the future of Rotary is in
our schools and their main aim is to work with local schools offering projects and
competitions. These include Young Chef, Young Photographer, Young Writer,
Youth Speaks, Technology Tournament and Leadership courses. Also, in
conjunction with Lytham Ecumenical Council, over 500 children enter an essay
competition on how to make the world a better place. These provide Challenges
for young people and promote the name of Rotary, thus ensuring its future.

Our own Rotary House is of course unique in that we are the only Rotary Club in
the country to own our own premises and are pleased that so many charities have
made use of this to hold their meetings and events. Whilst the Club’s objectives
are primarily those of Fellowship and Service, our service objectives cannot be
achieved without financial resource and we greatly appreciate the support we
receive from the residents of Lytham St Annes at all our events.
